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This paper is devoted to the study of the approach for the assessment of Armenian Economic Security Index (ESI) in 2018-2019. It’s known that ESI is comprehensive and capacitive method for measuring economic insecurity. Using approaches implemented by different researchers we proposed a unique and integrated measure of volatility in available household resources, accounting for movement in income and out-of pocket medical costs, as well as financial wealth, which allows population to overcome all mentioned financial shocks.
As the data we considered data recorded by the Statistical Committee of the Republic of Armenia. To implement the comparative analysis of ESI before and during COVID-19 we used data for 2018 and 2019 given in the Table.
Data for the assessment of ESI for Armenia: We have chosen these indicators:
· Labor resources,
· Household income per capita (annual), ∙ Health expenses,
· Number of pensioners,
· Debt, Pension percentage (D/C),
· (1-D/C).
According indicators we have got the following results for 2018 year:

Results of the comparative analysis. Confirming to the time of Covid19 country loose comparative analyze showed that the ESI for 2018 was 35555.54232, for 2019 was 32245.56269. In addition we got ESI per month per capita (average) were 2962.96186 and 2687.130224 accordingly. 
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
