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Modern development of the world economy is characterized by the growing significance of integration between countries. Establishing associations contributes to creating a zone of free trade and free movement of goods. Thus, a single or unified transport space is being currently developed. The given research focuses on a comparative description of the main indicators of transportation between the EAEU countries and the European Union as well as the main prospects of transport role in integration processes.

One of the key factors of economic development is transport. It contributes to the formation and development of international trade. As well, transport field is an integral part of the most important tools for the formation and development of integration associations. Bearing this in mind, the EAEU countries leaderships is focused on deepening and strengthening transport integration, which, in turn, will increase the availability of the transport services market. Rail transport is a leader in the EAEU. This is due to the geographical location of the EAEU member states. All of them have common borders, therefore, land transport is a priority, the operation of railway transport is cheaper, the carrying capacity exceeds the carrying capacity of road transport, this type of transport is much more environmentally friendly. For comparison, let us present the indicators of transport modes of the integration association of the European Union.

The EU member states have a lower cargo turnover than the EAEU countries. Unlike the EAEU countries, the EU countries use more road freight transport. [6] This is due to the peculiarity of the geographical location of the EU member states; many of them have common land borders. But the EU sees the problem in the fact that more than 50% of cargo turnover falls on road transport. [7] A document has been adopted, which defines the goal - if the distance is more than 300 km, then 30% of freight road transport will be assigned to rail or water transport. Thus, the use of railway tracks in the period from 2014 to 2018. increased by 8%. [2]
Sea routes are also of great importance in the transportation of goods, since the EU includes island and peninsular states, where it is cheaper to deliver goods by water transport. [7]
Air freight transport in the EU is practically not used, e.g. its share in the total freight turnover in 2017 reached 0.066%, when, as in the EAEU, it was 1% of the total freight turnover.[4]

Thus, most of the goods in the EAEU are delivered by rail, which is what the EU countries are striving for.[1] It is necessary to continue the development of the railway mode of transport, since it has a comparative advantage in terms of environmental friendliness and cost of operation in comparison with road transport.
Current trends and prospects of the transport systems development are aimed at increasing safety, reducing the costs and improving the environmental impact of the transport industry. In view of the situation with the pandemic the issues of effective international cooperation have become even more significant. International trade, cross-border cooperation and global sustainable development need in developing transport as a tool for international trade development and simplification. The United Nation Sustainable Development Goals provide for the global partnership, i.e. as well impossible without unification and integration of transport systems of different countries, regions and territories. 
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
