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Migration policies are an integral part of today’s globalised world. As such, they are subject to a wide range of political, economic, and cultural influences. One of the most prominent sources of influence is lobbying, which is the practice of attempting to influence governmental decision-making on a particular issue. This type of influence is increasingly seen as a major factor in shaping migration policies, and there is a growing body of research on the topic.
In this paper, we examine the influence of lobbying on migration policies. We begin by providing a brief overview of the existing literature on lobbying and migration policies, including the motivations behind lobbying efforts, the tactics used to influence migration policies, and the consequences of lobbying. We then provide a description of the scope of our research, including our methodology and data sources.  We consider the effects of the lobbying industry on migration policies in the US, in particular.
The goal of this research paper is to assess the extent to which lobbying influences immigration policies, by looking at the studies and research conducted on this topic.
In order to assess the power of lobbying on migration policies, we will first review the existing literature to gain a better understanding of the existing methods and approaches related to this topic. We will also analyze the relevant International Monetary Fund (IMF) and U.S. Immigration Policy reports. In addition, we will use the descriptive analysis of the lobbying expenditures on migration conducted by Facchini, Mayda and Mishra (2014) to assess the influence of lobbying on migration policies.
As a result, we found evidence that lobbying has been successful in influencing the public debate on immigration policies. For example, lobbying groups have been known to use public relations tools to shape public opinion in favor of their preferred immigration policy.
The evidence suggests that lobbying organizations have a significant influence on migration policies. The literature indicates that lobbying organizations have been successful in influencing the direction of migration policies in the United States and that their efforts have had a tangible impact on the shape and scope of these policies. It is clear that lobbying organizations have been able to successfully sway the debate on migration policies in the US and that their influence is likely to continue in the future.
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
